The leaders of 27 European
Union countries sealed a deal on
Thursday to provide Ukraine
with a new 50-billion-euro (USD
54 billion) support package,
overcoming Hungary's threats
to veto the move.

European Council President
Charles Michel announced the
agreement about an hour into
the leaders' summit in Brussels.
“Wehavea deal,” Michel said on
X. He stated that the agreement
“locks in steadfast, long-term,
predictable funding for
Ukraine” and demonstrates the
“EU taking leadership and re-
sponsibility in support for
Ukraine; we know what is at
stake.”

It was not immediately clear if
any concessions were made to
secure Hungarian Prime Minis-
ter Viktor Orban's approval. He
had raised staunch objections to
the financial aid package in De-
cember and in the days leading
up to Thursday's summit in
Brussels.

On their way into their meet-

ing, several fellow leaders had
lashed out at Orban, accusing
him of blackmail and playing po-
litical games that undermined
support for Ukraine and the
country's war-ravaged economy.

Almost two years after Rus-
sia's invasion of Ukraine, the
war has ground to a halt, and
Ukraine's economy desperately
needs propping up. But political

World Court deals
blow to Ukraine

Judges at the International
Court of Justice (ICJ), the top
UN court, found on Wednes-
day that Russia violated a
UN anti-terrorism treaty.
However, they refrained
from passing judgment on
Kyiv's claims that Moscow
was responsible for the 2014
downing of Malaysia Air-
lines flight MH17 over east-
ern Ukraine.

In the same ruling, ICJ
judges found Russia in
breach of an anti-discrimina-
tion treaty for failing to sup-
port Ukrainian language ed-
ucation in Crimea following
its annexation in 2014.

These decisions mark a le-
gal setback for Kyiv, as the
court rejected Ukraine's
pleas for reparations for both
violations, instructing Rus-
sia to adhere to the respec-
tive treaties.

Anton Korynevych,
Ukraine's  representative
stated that it labels Russia as
a violator of international
law. “This is the first time
that Russia is called a viola-
tor of international law,” he

said after the ruling.

Ukraine initiated the law-
suit at the ICJ (also known as
the World Court) in 2017, ac-
cusing Russia of violating an
anti-terrorism treaty by fund-
ing pro-Russian separatists
in Ukraine. The court's
judges declared that Moscow
violated the UN's anti-terror-
ism treaty by failing to inves-
tigate plausible allegations of
funds sent from Russia to
Ukraine for supporting ter-
rorist activities.

The 16-judge panel man-
dated Russia to investigate
credible allegations of terror-
ism financing but rejected
Kyiv's plea for reparations.
Notably, the court did not
pass judgment on the MH17
incident, emphasising that
violations related to funding
terrorism pertain solely to
monetary and financial sup-
port, not to the supply of
weapons or training, as al-
leged by Ukraine.

Ukraine contended that
Russia supplied the missile
system that downed the air-
craft, but financial support
was not alleged in that in-
stance.

US blames Iran-backed
militias for drone attack

The United States attributes the re-
cent drone attack in Jordan, result-
ing in three US service members'
death, to the Islamic Resistance in
Irag—an umbrella group of Iran-
backed militias, as President Joe
Biden evaluates response options
after the strike.

On Wednesday, Iran threatened
of a “decisive response” to any US
attack on the Islamic Republic, after
the US said it held Tehran responsi-
ble. The US signals preparations for

retaliatory strikes in the Middle
East, following the incident at Tow-
er 22 in northeastern Jordan, a base
for American operations in Syria,
which left 40 troops injured.

National = Security ~ Council
spokesman John Kirby stated on
Wednesday that the US believes the
attack was orchestrated by the Is-
lamic Resistance in Iraq, specifical-
ly pointingto the involvement of the
militant group Kataib Hezbollah.
President Biden actively considers
response options, with Kirby em-
phasising that the US reaction
"won't be a one-off."
